clarify concerns, (following EA guidelines)

•     receive information from teacher/child

•   keep written record

•   inform Principal

•     seek advice from social worker (name withheld)

•    support child/teacher

5.  Where it is suspected that abuse has

 taken place or is taking place a referral form

In all of their contact with pupils all staff 

in Christian Brothers’ Primary School follow the guidelines and procedures described in the DENI publication ‘Pastoral care in School- Child Protection’ (1999).

If there are concerns that a child might be at risk, the school is obliged to make a referral to Social Services and /or PSNI.  Parents will be informed of a decision to refer unless the school is guided not to by the appropriate authorities.

· In any incident, the child’s welfare must always be paramount; this overrides all other considerations;

· A proper balance must be struck between protecting children and respecting the rights and needs of parents and families; but where there is a conflict, the child’s interests

 must always come first.
